Rationale

The school has a responsibility to promote safe play by children

Purposes

1.
To educate children in aspects of safe play

2.
To provide guidelines that will ensure the school has safe play areas and equipment.

Guidelines

1.
The staff will take every opportunity to promote and teach safe play (eg.  when taking 

Health and PE lessons, when taking sport, when on playground duty).

2.
The Board of Trustees will ensure that all play areas and equipment in and around the 

school are checked at least once a term and that they meet safety standards.

3.
The school will not condone any form of aggressive or potentially harmful behaviour.  

This includes bullying and intimidating others verbally as well as physically, and any 

kind of rough play.  All parents will be expected to encourage acceptable behaviour 

from their children, and support the school's policy on this.

4.
In the interests of safe play, children are not to climb trees or onto buildings, throw 

stones or use objects that could hurt others - eg. stones/sticks.

5.
Children will be expected to keep within the boundaries set to ensure their safety  ie.  

as stated in the School Handbook.

6.
There will be a teacher on roving playground duty at all times during each interval and 

lunch time.

7.
During Terms 1 and 4 a “no hat, no play” policy is enforced.  A regulation sunhat (as stated in the school handbook) is to be worn by all pupils. (Refer "Sun Protection Policy".)
