	SCHOOL ROAD SAFETY PROCEDURES


Rationale

Hillview Christian School undertakes to provide guidelines that consider the physical safety of individual children being placed in our daily care. 

Purposes

1. To enhance the safety of our children as they travel to and from school.

2. To encourage children to take responsibility for their own personal safety while on the road.

3. To ensure that there are rules and guidelines for all methods of transport children may be using while in our care at school. 

Procedures

Before and After School Crossing Procedures

1. A teacher will operate at designated times and places to assist children across Wilsons Road.

2. The teachers will wear the supplied traffic jackets.

3. All children and adults who cross in this area will be asked and encouraged to use these safer “manned” crossing points. The children will be escorted to the middle island and when safe, escorted to the footpath.

During School Crossing Procedures

(Flags, class teacher, one teacher overseeing)

1. When it is necessary to cross Wilsons Road during school time, Junior School children will be led across by the classroom teacher. The teacher will wait until the road is clear, lead the class to the middle island and tell them when it is safe to proceed. It is recommended that Junior children will also carry orange flags to increase their visibility.

2. Senior school children have been trained to cross the road safely and are permitted to cross Wilsons Road without teacher supervision.

School Carpark/Vehicles Visiting School

1. The school’s vehicle entrances are to be kept clear at all times. This is to ensure access for emergency vehicles is not hindered.

2. Service vehicles are permitted in school grounds, only with the permission/knowledge of the Principal or Deputy Principal during school hours and must take all care when moving around the property.
3.
Cars are not to park in the no parking zones by the roundabout.

Vehicles leaving the school grounds during designated busy periods are requested to turn left.

Walking

1. Children must walk on the footpath where one is available. 

2. Children must use the manned crossing where available.

3. When crossing Wilsons Road to attend school assembly, Junior children should use orange flags, and must be overseen by their teacher.

Walking While on School Outings

(In addition to the above)

1. At uncontrolled intersections, children must wait for teacher to signal to cross.

2. Teachers must watch for traffic at uncontrolled intersections, signaling to children to cross in small groups when roads are clear.

3. On roads where no footpaths are available, children will walk in single file towards oncoming traffic (right hand side of the road) well off the road's edge.

Cycling

1. This school promotes the New Zealand Police and the Land Transport Safety Authority recommendation that children under the age of 10 years, who ride bikes to school, should always be accompanied by an adult. 

2. All children who ride bicycles to school required to wear an approved safety helmet as they are legally required to.

Buses

These procedures apply to school bus trips within school hours:

1. If possible all children under 13 years old must be seated at all times.

2. Children may not leave their seat until the teacher has indicated such.

3. Buses hired for school trips must have adequate seating for the number of children being carried.

4. On school trips one teacher must accompany each bus and must ensure that all children are accounted for. 

5. Any bus that is deemed, by the teachers, to endanger the safety of children is to be reported to the Principal, who will discuss this with the bus company.
Motor Vehicle Transport

Where private motor vehicles are used for school trips, each vehicle and driver must have:

1. A current registration and warrant or certificate of fitness for the vehicle.

2. A current full driver’s licence.

3. A seatbelt for each passenger in the car.

School Trips

1. As with all other aspects – children’s safety is paramount.  Each of the above (bus, car, walking) should be considered. 

2. Before a trip some time should be spent on briefing any parent/caregivers helping on their role, responsibilities and numbers of children, expectations and questions.  If appropriate, cover the expected route, stops, toilets, parking, where to meet, cell phone contact and what to do in case of accidents and/or emergencies.

3. A risk management form is to be completed for all school trips and signed by the Principal – copies to be kept on file in the office. 

4. Where possible a list of the pupils and the cars they are to travel in is to be given to the office before you leave on the trip. 

General

Should an accident or an emergency occur involving a child/children from the school, the principal will be notified after due attention has been paid to the accident/emergency scene.
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
