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Goals of the Swimming Pool Policy

· To provide a safe, enjoyable, cost efficient facility for educational and relaxing swimming by students.

· To provide safe swimming facilities for school families, community families and selected Church groups as a community service.

Action:  Behaviour
· Safety rules for supervision and behaviour inside the pool enclosure are published in the School Handbook and Teachers’ Manual, and are prominently displayed on signs inside the enclosure.

· Swimming times are reserved for school use only between 9.00 am and 3.00 pm on school days.  This discourages unsupervised adults mingling with children.

· In consideration of the neighbours and the Christchurch City Council consent, no excess noise at any time or swimming after 8.00 pm is permitted.

SAFETY RULES FOR THE SWIMMING POOL

1. No pupil may enter the pool enclosure without a teacher.

2. No food is to be taken in the pool enclosure.

3. Teachers must remain with a class until the last pupil has left the enclosure.

4. Pupils are to use the toilet before entering the pool.

5. Non-swimmers must be confined to the shallow half of the pool.  To qualify to use the deep end, pupils must be able to swim four widths without touching the bottom.

6. Teachers must ensure that there is:

· no running

· no pushing, and

· no dunking or activities that may cause injury.
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
