Reporting to Parents

Rationale:

We believe that through regular, open communication between home and school, children's emotional, social and academic needs will best be served.

Purposes

1.
To provide communication and a link between home and school with opportunity for feedback

2.
To identify areas of need so that home and school programmes can be planned to meet these

3.
To gain rapport

4.
To gain insight into a child's background

5.
To give responsibility to the children for their own learning and behaviour

Guidelines

1.
Reporting should be regular, open and honest, allow for discussion between parents, teachers and children where appropriate, and allow for follow-up

2.
Reporting will encourage parents to focus on their child's personal achievements.  A parent will have the right to request results of standardised tests and results may be included in reports
3.
There will be opportunity for informal social contact early in the year

4.
At the end of the first term there will be a formal parent-teacher interview

5.
At the start of Term 3 an interim report gives a brief outline of pupil progress and provides an opportunity for parent or teacher to request an interview

6.        A written report will be issued during Term 4 and opportunities for parental feed-back will be provided

6.
Opportunities will be provided throughout the year for informal communication with parent/child/teacher to discuss problems, concerns and progress
